Maria lliou is a film director, author,
and scriptwriter. She was born in
Athens and studied Literature and
Philosophy at the University of
Padova, in Italy. She also studied film
directing at the Ipotesi Cinema film
school, with a scholarship awarded
by the Italian government, while she worked as
an assistant director with Giuseppe and Bernando
Bertolucci. In 2004, a Fulbright career grant took
her to New York, where she continued her studies
at the Directors Workshop at New York University,
Tisch School of Arts.

From the feature length films, the most well-
known are Three Seasons and Alexandria, a
Love Story. In recent years she has worked
on historical documentaries, The Journey: The
Greek American Dream, Smyrna, The Destruction
of a Cosmopolitan City, From Both Sides of the
Aegean, Dear Aunt Lena, Athens between East
and West 1821-1896. Her films have won major
distinctions and awards, both in Greece and
internationally.

Her photo albums Smyrna, the Destruction of
a Cosmopolitan City 1900-1922 and Athens,
from East to West 1821-1896 have been pub-
lished by Minoas. A Friendship in Smyrna is her
first novel.

Commencement
Awards 2022

The President’'s Award is an academic
achievement award, given annually to the
senior who graduates with the highest grade in
English, which has special significance for Pierce,
taking into consideration all six years of Pierce
attendance.

The Minnie Mills Award was introduced by the
Alumni Association in 1940, in honor of Minnie
Mills, who served at the College from 1897 to
1941, as teacher and Principal. The award is given
annually to a graduating senior who, throughout
the period of his/her studies at Pierce, has
demonstrated high academic achievement and
excellent behavior, responsibility, cooperation with
students and faculty, and contributed substantially
to school life and student government.

The Academic Achievement Awards are
given annually to the seniors who graduate
with the highest C.I. (Valedictorian) and the
second highest C.I. (Salutatorian) in the
three Lyceum years. IB DP Valedictorian
is the graduate with the highest C.I. in
IB DP exams. In the case of more than
one Valedictorian with the same C.l, no
Salutatorian is recognized.

The Harvard Prize Book is given annually to an
outstanding student in the next to the graduating
class who displays excellence in scholarship and
ethos, combined with achievement in other
fields. The prize and the name of the recipient
were approved by Harvard University. Pierce is
the first school to award this prize in Greece.

From the senior class, those students who chose
to write an essay took partin awritten competition
in order to select the Commencement student
speeches that will be delivered in Greek and
English. Then, after the grading of the essays, a
Committee, consisting of members of the Faculty
and Administration, decides on the best essays to
be read by the two students at Commencement.

Samuel Ralph Harlow

The lyrics to “Alma Mater”, the hymn
of The American College of Greece,
were composed by the Rev. Samuel
Ralph Harlow, one of the finest hymn
writers of the 20th century.

Harlow was born in Boston in 1885,

and attended Harvard University,

the Union Theological Seminary,
Columbia University, and the Hartford Theological
Seminary. He was
ordained Congregational
minister in 1912, and
served as a chaplain and
sociology teacher at
the American College in
Smyrna (1912-1922).

The Smyrna Catastrophe
affected Harlow deeply
and led to his
estrangement with the
American Board of
Foreign Missions, the
organization that founded
the College. Harlow
decried the Board's
passive stance and the
Board felt that Harlow's
activism in favor of the
victims endangered the
continued existence of
the College in Smyrna.

Harlow became involved
in securing places in U.S.
colleges for refugees from Turkey.

In 1923 Harlow joined the faculty of Smith College
and taught there for 30 years. Later, he returned
to The American College of Greece in Athens as
visiting professor (1945-1946).

Shortly before his death in 1972 he wrote: “l would
pray that [ACG] may never lose the vision of its
founders, and ever remain true to the pledge of its
youth, not to be Ministered Unto, but to Minister.”
